Does this affect me?

Some young people who are moving

on from being accommodated away

from home can no longer get benefits.  Stirling Council, Children’s Services is

now responsible for financially

supporting these young people.

Who qualifies?

Young People aged 16-17

accommodated away from home

at their school leaving date, and who

were accommodated for more than

13 weeks since the age of 14.

Young people who left care before

1st April 2004 and young people

who had regular respite do not qualify.

Young people with disabilities and

young people who are parents will

qualify for some support from

Stirling Council and some from DWP.

What does financial assistance cover?

(Living Costs

(Rent

(Travel Costs

(Discretionary Payments

How much will I get?

This will depend on your circumstances.

You will get more money to live on if you are in training or employment.

Your rent costs will be paid.

Some money will also be available to help you furnish and equip your home.

How will payments be worked out?

A financial assessment will be carried out before you leave care.

This will be updated as your circumstances change.

How will I be paid?

(You will be paid the money for

living costs weekly into your

bank account.

(Your rent will be paid to your housing provider

(You may get a 4 weekly Bus

Pass from Stirling Bus Station.

(Your Social Worker or

Aftercare Worker will arrange discretionary payments and

assist you to get what you need.
